Some past wins

Microloans
Å Streamlined process with less paperwork
Å VERY popular! Over 20,000 microloans have been made
Å Introduced with a max of $35K, but raised to $50L

Experience Requirements
Å Adapting these requirements, especially for Operating Loans, put these loans 

within reach of more young farmers

Farm Storage Facility Loans
Å Originally for commodity growers
Å Adapted flexible language to address needs of more farmers
Å Now covers produce, meat, honey, maple syrup, dairy, and more
Å Even covers used equipment

Cooperative Agreement
Å Funded workshops
Å Funded guidebook
